Transnet National Ports Authorityôs new web-based 

Integrated Port Management System (IPMS) went 

live in the Port of Durban, the pilot site, on Sunday 26 

July with the Capesize crude oil tanker COLORADO 

(158,615-dwt, built 2012), became the first ship to be 

brought into the port using the new Smart Port sys-

tem. 

Costing around R79 million to implement, IPMS, of 

which we will be hearing more in the future, promises 

to eliminate much of the manual processes in which 

key port operations are currently handled. Instead, 

these will be automated, online and in real time. 

The system replaces manual processes, with key port 

operators now set to be automated, online and in real 

time. 

ñSince 2008, various feasibility studies were un-

dertaken where we identified the need for an auto-

mated and web-based system to improve port 

operations, strengthen efficiencies and enhance 

competitiveness, said TNPA Chief Executive, 

Richard Vallihu. ñThis online system will help 

transform our ocean gateways into Smart Ports by 

using advanced information technology that will 

make them more intelligent and sustainable, while 

conserving resources, time, space and energy.ò 

From the time a ship arrives off the port IPMS will 

inform all relevant stakeholders and report on the 

progress of moving and working the ship and car-

go. All this information is available on the internet 

and accessed by smart phone or tablet wherever 

the agent or operator happens to be. 

Berth planning will become more efficient as will 

cargo handling and the correct stacking and stow-

ing of cargo. IAs IPMS rolls out to incorporate road 

and rail functions, an integration of marine activi-

ties, port terminals, road and rail services aimed at 

achieving a seamless and efficient supply chain 

system will become feasible. 

IAs IPMS rolls out to incorporate road 

and rail functions, an integration of ma-

rine activities, port terminals, road and 

rail services aimed at achieving a seam-

less and efficient supply chain system 

will become feasible. 

PMS is also linked with Transnet Freight 
Railôs Integrated Train Plan (ITP) and 
Train Execution Management System 
(TEMS) and with global systems such 
as Lloydôs Register (to obtain accurate 
details of the ship in advance), AIS for 
vessel traffic management, IPOSS for 
weather forecasting, EDI (Electronic 
Data Interchange) and SAP, for busi-
ness operations, customer relations and 
finance. 

Affected personnel underwent intensive 
training during June at the Durban-
based Maritime School of Excellence 
and the first seamless operation involv-
ing the system and the berthing and 
bunker handling of the tanker Colorado 
has raised expectations of a successful 
transition to developing Durban as 
South Africaôs first Smart Port. 

Yugen Reddy of Sharaf Shipping Agency was 
excited about being able to work more efficiently. 
ñMy role as an agent is to make sure that ships are 
in and out of the port as quick as possible because 
time is money. With IPMS we will be able to use 
our smart phones or tablets while weôre out and 
about to update the system and get acknowledg-
ment from TNPA on the spot with regards to sail-
ing or berthing of vessels,ò he said. 

Vessel agent, Londa Small of Thembani becShip-
ping agreed. ñI am optimistic about the IPMS sys-
tem ause everythingôs going to be in real-time 
enabling quicker turnaround,ò he said. 

TNPA intends rolling out the 24/7 system to all 
seven other ports by the end of this year ï an 
ambitious target but one that is thought to be 
achievable.  IPMS is designed specifically for 
South African ports but the system was first 
benchmarked against Malaysian and Singaporean 
ports which are among the worldôs most efficient. 

ñThis state-of-the-art information technology will 
ensure that port information and processes are 
transparent and easily accessible to users 
throughout the South African port logistics chain,ò 
said TNPA chief executive, Richard Vallihu. 

TNPA chief information officer, Mmutle Lentle at the launch of IPMS in Durban 
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Dredging the berths alongside 
Pier 1 Container Terminal has 
commenced after the TNPA was 
forced to reduce the maximum 
permissible draught alongside 
from an already reduced 12.2 me-
tres to between 11.6 and 1.9 me-
tres at the container berths. 

The problem was said to be a re-
sult of the bigger container ships 
now calling regularly at the port 
and the wash stirred up by their 
propellers and bow thrusters.  
Ships agents and other affected 
port users say that a lack of 
maintenance dredging is also re-
sponsible. 

A contributing factor would be the 
constant occupancy of the con-
tainer berths, with little time for 
Dredger Services to move in and 
take occupation of the berth.  The 
problem became acute when 
agents were advised by TNPA of 
the reduction in permissible 
draught which meant that the larg-
er ships on the various South Afri-
ca services would have to arrive in 
port with even less cargo loaded. 

Conversely, ships loading at Dur-
ban would have to carry less 
away. 

The grab dredger Ilembe, support-
ed by the bed leveller Impisi have 
been at work restoring the berth 
draughts 

The affected berths are 105 and 
107 on Pier 1, 108 on the cross 
berth, and 200, 204 and 205 on 
Pier 2. Berths 108, 204 and 205 
usually cater for the biggest con-
tainer ships, which already call at 
Durban only part loaded because 
the port has no deep-water berths 
available.   

The Durban firm of Subtech has entered into a joint venture with US-based Ardent, which itself is a 
joint venture between Svitzer and Titan Salvage (Crowley).  Svitzer is the salvage division of AP Moller
-Maersk. 

The JV became effective from 1 May 2015. 

ñSubtech brings an unparalleled Sub-Saharan African presence through an extensive infrastructure 
network with facilities and activities that cover both East and West Africa in addition to its home territo-
ry in South Africa, Ardent said in a statement. 

Ardent added that Subtechôs experienced marine and subsea personnel, equipment, resources, entre-
preneurial business model and the support of the James Fisher Group will help the joint venture to 
evolve and grow. 

The JV will build on an already successful track record of collaboration between Ardent and Subtech 
through projects such as the wreck removal of the mv SMART ï the Capesize bulker that went 
aground and broke up outside the Port of Richards Bay, and the emergency response salvage of the 
VESTAS WIND off the coast of Mauritius. 

ñWe couldnôt be more thrilled to be partnering with Ardent, a company with a global reputation for 
emergency response and wreck removal,ò said Neil Scott Williams, director of Salvage at Subtech and 
the General Manager of the JV. ñOur companies complement each other in a whole host of ways, and 
I see a wealth of opportunities ahead.ò 

The JV, which will operate as Ardent Subtech, will be based out of Subtechôs existing Cape Town 
facility with supporting offices in Namibia, Mozambique and Mauritius. The key objectives are to in-
crease responsiveness and operational capability throughout Sub-Saharan Africa and to provide cli-
ents with support and assurance in areas that are challenging to operate in. 

The JV will also look to maximise the use of personnel and equipment by supporting additional ser-
vices throughout the region and elsewhere. 

Ardent is headquartered in Houston, Texas with key hubs located in the Netherlands, the UK and 
Singapore. These locations are supported by offices in Australia, Brazil, South Korea, the Middle East 
and South Africa. 

Subtech is a member of the James Fisher and Sons Plc Group and is a diving and marine services 
company offering a wide range of marine solutions including salvage and towing, diving, hydrographic 
survey, marine logistics, marine construction and subsea cable support to both the inshore and off-
shore markets throughout Southern Africa. 

It has operational offices in Angola, Namibia, Cape Town, Durban, Maputo and Pemba.

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Transnet in R2.8 billion loan from 
German bank 

Transnet has negotiated a significant R2.8 billion loan from Germanyôs KfW Devel-
opment Bank which will be used to fund part of its 1064 locomotive acquisition pro-
gramme. 

The proceeds of the loan will fund the construction of 240 electric locomotives which 
it will build in the Transwerk workshops in Durban together with Canadian loco build-
er Bombardier. 

Transnet said that the agreement is evidence of its focus on innovation in raising the 
required funding to execute its seven-year rolling R336 billion infrastructure invest-
ment programme ï the Market Demand Strategy. 

The loan will mature in 15-years, with a five-year grace period in which Transnet will 
only be paying interest. 

In line with the companyôs currency risk mitigation policy, the agreement was negoti-
ated in rand terms and therefore has no currency risk. Crucially, the cost of the loan 
is in line with the companyôs average cost of debt. 

Only a third of Transnetôs funding requirement for the Market Demand Strategy 
(MDS) is raised through the markets ï the rest of the capital investment programme 
is funded through cash generated from operations. 

In March 2014, Transnet awarded a contract for the building of the 1064 diesel and 
electric locomotives to four global original equipment manufacturers. 

The company awarded CSR Zhuzhou Electric Locomotive and Bombardier Trans-
portation contracts to build 599 electric locomotives and General Electric Technolo-
gies and CNR Rolling Stock to build 465 diesel locomotives. 

All the locomotives except 70 will be built at Transnet Engineeringôs plants in 
Koedoespoort, Pretoria and Durban. 

Transnet has also recently concluded a R30 billion loan facility agreement with Chi-
na Development Bank (CDB) for funding 232 diesel and 359 electric locomotives it is 
building with China North Rail and China South Rail, respectively. 

Transnet says that the locomotive build programme is critical for the modernising of 
its fleet in order to improve reliability and customer satisfaction. ñUltimately it will lead 
to our crucial goal of migrating rail-friendly cargo off our roads ï this is a key govern-
ment objective.ò
